The island was likely first inhabited around 15 centuries 
ago by fishermen from the Malay Peninsula and sou-

thern China.

Koh Samui is situated in the Gulf of Thai-
land, approximately 35 km northeast of 

Surat Thani town. To the far west lies the Ang Thong National Park, comprising 44 
other islands, which can be accessed through a day-trip boat tour from Koh Samui.

The central part of Koh Samui is mostly covered by tropical jungle, with various 
lowland and coastal areas connected by the «Main road» that encircles the island. 
Numerous concrete roads branch off from the Main road, servicing other areas.

Located on the west coast of the island, Nathon is the original capital and home to 
many government offices. It is also a major port for fisheries and transportation of 
vehicles and goods from the mainland. Nathon’s proximity to the mainland and its 
role as the main port has made it the commercial hub for locals on Samui. However, 
the growth and development of the tourist industry, along with the decline of the 
local coconut industry and the northeastern location of the airport, has led to an in-
crease in commercial activity in Chaweng and Bophut.

Koh Samui features a tropical 
monsoon climate, characterized 

by warm and humid conditions 
throughout most of the year. The 

island experiences a dry season, with the average monthly preci-
pitation in February falling below 60 mm, which is the threshold 
for a tropical dry season month. The temperature averages 
around 28°C.

There are only two months on Koh Samui with over 212 mm 
to 506 mm of rainfall, which typically occur in October and 
November, during which the heaviest precipitation falls. 
Throughout the remainder of the year, rainfall is generally brief, 
with showers lasting between 20 and 60 minutes, consistent 
with the island’s tropical climate. Humidity levels range between 
78-85%.
